2024 was a year of intense work, major investments and a firm com-
mitment to the sustainable development and continuous improvement 
of the Port of the Bay of Cadiz. We have faced the challenges of a sec-
tor in transformation with responsibility and determination, positioning 
our port as a key infrastructure in the global logistics system, without 
losing sight of our vocation for integration with the city and our com-
mitment to green and blue growth.

In the commercial and promotional area, we participated in close to 
twenty top-level international forums, fairs and meetings -including 
Fruit Logistica (Berlin), Seatrade (Miami and Malaga), BreakBulk (Rot-
terdam), Logismed (Casablanca), as well as trade missions such as the 
one to Agadir or institutional visits from British operators and South 
American exporters-, strengthening our commercial relations and ex-
ploring new business opportunities for different types of traffic.

This commercial effort has gone hand in hand with a firm investment 
commitment. In 2024, the investment budgeted and approved in our 
Business Plan reached 49.79 million euros, whereas resources genera-
ted amounted to 10.7 million, which demonstrates the Port Authority’s 
commitment to the modernization and future of the port. A large part 
of this effort has been allocated to the New Container Terminal, which 
is expected to certify almost 35 million euros out of a total investment 
of 58 million.

In addition, fundamental works have been started, such as completion 
of the terminal access tunnel, progress has been made in the railway 
accesses to La Cabezuela and the New Terminal, and our commitment 
to digitalization and sustainability has been maintained. All this without 
neglecting relevant projects such as the dredging of the Guadalete, the 
renovation of windows in the central building to improve its energy 
efficiency, or the rehabilitation of Paseo Pascual Pery.

PRESIDENT’S GREETING
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Sustainability, in fact, has been a transversal axis of our management: 
we have renewed and expanded our ISO 14001 environmental certi-
fication, promoted solutions such as the use of ecological concrete in 
the expansion of the New Container Terminal and strengthened our 
commitment to the supply of electricity to ships (OPS), leading innova-
tive initiatives within the framework of the energy transition.

The port continues to strengthen ties with cities, in Cadiz, El Puerto de 
Santa Maria and Puerto Real. We highlight the recovery of our Open 
Door Days, the exhibition “Las Islas Soñadas”, the reconstruction of 
the wharf in El Puerto de Santa María, the transfer of the Delta I wreck 
and the signing of institutional protocols to advance in the urbanization 
of the environment of the City wharf in Cádiz.

Regarding the port, we celebrated milestones such as the arrival of 
Trasmediterránea’s “Volcán de Tinamar” superferry, the first PTP ope-
ration, and a review of bonuses to encourage activity. In the field of 
concessions, we made progress with new projects such as the fish 
farm in El Puerto de Santa María, although we also faced difficulties, 
such as the cancellation of the hotel project in Puerto América.

At the institutional level, we have strengthened key alliances such as 
the Seafarers’ Welfare Committee, the Master’s Degree in Port Mana-
gement and Logistics, and the OceanoCádiz program, consolidating 
collaboration with public and private organizations.

For 2025, a record amount of approved investment awaits us: 68 mi-
llion euros. The year will see great steps forward on our major projects: 
the New Container Terminal, the access tunnel, railway access and 
integration of the port into the city. We will also allocate significant 
funds to sustainability, maintenance and Port-City actions.

All this has been possible thanks to the tireless work of many people - 
Port Authority professionals, companies, concessionaires, institutions 
and collaborators - to whom I express my most sincere thanks.
We look to the future with enthusiasm and responsibility, with the 
certainty that the Port of the Bay of Cadiz will continue to advance 
steadily towards a more competitive, sustainable and integrated model 
in its environment.

The Port of Cadiz Bay is moving steadily towards a more sustainable, 
efficient and competitive model, consolidating its strategic positioning 
thanks to a firm commitment to investment and diversification, even in 
a year marked by the fall of some traditional traffic.

We closed 2024 with total traffic of 4.7 million tons, down 17.5 per-
cent from the previous year. This result is framed within a context of 
a generalized decline in both solid and liquid bulk. However, it should 
be noted that other types of traffic, such as general cargo, road traffic, 
container traffic, passengers and victualling, have experienced positive 
behavior and, in some cases, historical records.

General cargo, which now accounts for 51 percent of total port traffic, 
has reached 2.4 million tons, a growth of 12.65 percent over 2023. Wi-
thin this group, fruits, vegetables and pulses stand out, with 389,791 
tons (up 4%), and other food products, which reached 318,080 tons, 
an increase of 13%.

However, bulk solids closed the year at 1.65 million tons, down 25 
percent. Particularly significant was the decline in the group of cereals 
and their flours, which at 811,956 tons represented a drop of 31 per-
cent.

Liquid bulks registered a total volume of 532,683 tons, 57 percent 
down over 2023, the group most affected this fiscal year.

As for other traffic, victualling increased by 3 percent to 119,182 tons. 
Fresh fish, although showing a 9 percent decrease in volume (11,064 
tons),  remained practically stable in economic value, with a sales figu-
re of 47.1 million euros, similar to that of the previous year.

As regards transport, road traffic (Ro-Ro) rose 12.68 percent, rea-
ching 925,166 tons. Container traffic (Lo-Lo) also increased, reaching 
189,045 TEUS (+11.64%), 1,413,867 tons (+9.09%) and 97,299 
units (+10.76%).

In the area of passenger traffic, the results have been particularly sa-
tisfactory. The regular line operated by Armas Trasmediterránea be-
tween Cadiz and the Canary Islands has reached a historic figure, with 
40,345 passengers, showing remarkable growth, up 57.92 percent. 
As for cruises, the port received 696,151 cruise passengers, 2 percent 
more than in 2023, despite a slight decrease of 4 percent in the num-
ber of calls, which stood at 333.

In terms of economic results, highlights point to net turnover of 25.1 
million euros, 4.6 percent more than in 2023, which breaks down to 
23.1 million euros as income from port fees and 2 million euros from 
other business income.

Personnel expenses amounted to 8.3 million euros in 2024, up 1.2 % 
over 2023. At yearend, we had 174 employees.

The Income Statement showed a positive operating profit of 3.1 million 
euros, profit for the year before taxes of 4.1 million euros, and 5.4 
million euros after recording income tax. Consequently, the profitabi-
lity of the Cadiz Bay Port Authority in 2024 totals 1.6 %, calculated 
in accordance with the formula established in Article 157 of the State 
Ports and Merchant Marine Law.

MANAGEMENT REPORT
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Looking ahead to 2025, the Port Authority’s main objective is to reco-
ver the movement of bulk solids and liquids, which will require making 
La Cabezuela-Puerto Real rail access operational.  At the same time, 
work will be done to consolidate the traffic that has shown a positive 
performance, through the continuous promotion of infrastructures and 
services, with the purpose of consolidating the position of the Port of 
Cadiz Bay as one of the most efficient and competitive ports in the 
national port system.

All of this would be impossible without the dedication, professionalism 
and commitment of those who make the daily operation of the port 
possible: to all the people who are part of the Port of Cadiz Bay, our 
most sincere thanks. Their collective effort is undoubtedly the driving 
force behind our activity and allows us to face each new challenge 
with a guarantee of success.

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ENVIRONMENTAL REPORT

1. PURPOSE

The State Ports and Merchant Marine Act, revised as per Royal 
Decree-Law 2/2011, dated the 5th of September, charges 
Port Authorities, among other functions, with monitoring 
compliance in their areas with regulations related to the 
admission, handling and storage of hazardous materials, the 
prevention and control of emergencies and fire prevention, 
pursuant to prevailing legislation regarding civil protection, 
as well as collaborating in the prevention and fight against 
pollution.

As a result of these obligations and the challenge developed 
economies face in integrating standards to ensure compliance 
with environmental requirements and Occupational Risk 
Prevention, the Safety and Environmental Division at the Port 
Authority has developed a management system that ensures 
compliance with its obligations and fosters among users of the 
Public Domain the principles of sustainable development and 
protection of workers’ health and safety.

In addition, Law 31/1995, dated the 27th of November, on 
Prevention of Occupational Risks sets forth the regulatory 
framework to ensure workers’ health and safety, which is 
applicable to areas including Ports of General Interest.

Compliance with these obligations is a challenge for the entity, 
despite continuous efforts carried out to include standards in 
our productive activity that ensure environmental and safety 
requirements are met, in keeping with the objectives of the 
organization.

With regard to the environment, it should be noted that in 
2021 the Bay of Cadiz Port Authority (hereinafter APBC) has 
continued to monitor the environmental aspects relevant to 
our entity through the that is being implemented in accordance 
with the UNE EN ISO 14001 Standard.

Through this model, we transfer our strategy to our daily 
activity, thus seeking a positive evolution of our results, 
and incorporating the best practices of the sector into our 
management.

In order to achieve the sustainable economic and social 
development envisaged in our Mission, it is essential to 
develop environmental actions to minimise the environmental 
impact of port activity on the surroundings.

2. SAFETY AND ENVIRONMENTAL DIVISION

The Safety and Environmental Division is made up of a team 
of two persons, both university graduates, who are directly 
responsible for advising the Port Authority on matters such 
as: Industrial Safety, Occupational Safety, Environmental 
Legislation, Prevention and the fight against air, sea and land 
pollution, creating and carrying out Emergency Plans and 
Contingency Plans related to Pollution, as well as preparing, 
leading and evaluating practice drills for emergencies and the 
fight against accidental marine pollution. 

This Division develops its actions in dependence of the 
Department of Port Development, developing Control Plans,( 
SDG, GAS, PCS Preventive Planning, etc.) and Reports of 
Advice and Improvement.

In order to comply with Law 31/1995 on the Prevention of 
Occupational Risks, as well as with Royal Decree 171/2004 on 
Coordination of Business Activities, in the Public Port Domain, 
these preventive services have been outsourced to the 
Quirónprevención Prevention Company, with the availability of 
a Higher Technician in the Three Technical Specialties, whose 
work is included within the Safety and Environmental Division.

Some of the specific actions carried out by the Division are as 
follows:

• Planning the function of overall safety (for persons, goods 
and operations), Occupational Risk Prevention (ORP) and 
environmental management.
• Ensuring compliance with prevailing legislation in those 
areas.
• Managing the Internal Emergency Plan (IEP) for the 
Cadiz Bay Port Authorityand coordinating actions related to 
industrial safety within its remit. 
• Collaborating in creating and managing the occupational 
and environmental risk plans for the Cadiz Bay Port Authority 
and the listed companies. 

• Coordinating and performing follow-up of preventive 
actions scheduled by the Cadiz Bay Port Authority regarding 
occupational risk prevention, the environment and industrial 
safely.
• Managing the admission of hazardous materials (HazMat) 
at the Port of Cadiz, Royal Decree 145/1989.
• Organisation, participation and development of the Health 
and Safety Committee.
• Manage the Maritime Interior Plan (PIM) for Marine 
Pollution Contingencies. 
• Analyse and draft binding reports, as well as, in some cases, 
approval of the Internal Maritime Plans of concessions and/
or authorisations or companies providing services.
• Maintenance, as well as development of the activities 
necessary for the same, of the various environmental 
authorisations of the APBC (atmospheric emissions, 
dumping, production of hazardous and non-hazardous 
waste, among others).
• Implementation and maintenance of the different 
environmental projects developed by the APBC.
• Management, development and analysis of the various 
environmental monitoring systems.

3. MANAGEMENT OF PREVENTIVE ACTIVITY
3.1. 3.1. Structure of Prevention

Preventive activity is included in the general management 
system of the APBC at all hierarchical levels, being integrated in 
all its activities and decision-making processes.

Within the preventive activity management system, it is the Port 
Development Department, through the Safety and Environment 
Division, which promotes, coordinates and controls preventive 
mechanisms, acting as the main driving force behind the Entity’s 
preventive activity.

One important area is the Employment and Human Resources 
Development Division , which is responsible for carrying out the 
entity’s Training Plans, including training in Occupational Risk 
Prevention.

Another preventive mechanism is the Health and Safety 
Committee, whose different members and parties participate 
in control tasks and proposals for improvement in the field of 
Occupational Risk Prevention.

Finally, there is technical assistance for the exercise of the 
functions of the external prevention service and the organisation 
and management of the coordination of business activities; this 
work is currently carried out by the company Quirónprevención, 
a benchmark and leader in the occupational health and safety 
sector, whose actions will be detailed in chapter 4.

3.1.1. Regulations Covering Occupational Risk Prevention

The framework legislation on occupational risk prevention is 
Law 31/1995, of 8 November, on occupational risk prevention, 
and Law 54/2003, of 12 December, on the reform of the 

regulatory framework for occupational risk prevention, with 
extensive regulatory development.

The APBC, as a Public Law Entity, with its own legal personality 
and assets, independent from the State and with full capacity 
to act for the fulfilment of its purposes, is governed by Royal 
Legislative Decree 2/2011, of 5 September, which approves 
the Consolidated Text of the Law on State Ports and the 
Merchant Navy, article 65 of which develops the scheme 
of responsibilities of the different agents involved in the 
coordination of business activities in port activity.

3.1.2. Health and Safety Committee

The APBC has set up the Health and Safety Committee, a 
joint and collegiate participation body for regular and periodic 
consultation on the company’s actions in risk prevention.

The Committee is made up of four prevention delegates and 
four company representatives. It meets on a quarterly basis and 
whenever requested by any of its members. The Committee 
adopts its own rules of procedure, which are set out in written 
rules of procedure.

The competences and powers of the Health and Safety 
Committee include participating in the elaboration, 
implementation and evaluation of risk prevention plans and 
programmes in the APBC and promoting initiatives on methods 
and procedures for effective risk prevention, proposing the 
improvement of conditions or the correction of existing 
deficiencies.

The meetings deal with a variety of issues under each agenda 
item, which, as a minimum, includes the following topics:

1. Reading and approval of the minutes of the previous 
meeting.
2. HR report on the actions carried out in the area of training.
3. Follow-up on outstanding items from previous meetings.
4. Presentation of work carried out by the Safety and 
Environment Division and the Maintenance and Aids to 
Navigation Division.
5. New points submitted.
6. Any other business.

Minutes are taken at each of the meetings, recording the 
issues discussed and agreements reached. During the year 
2024, two ordinary meetings in April and September. 

3.2. Management of Preventive Activity System

The practices and procedures that integrate the Preventive 
Management System in the APBC are the following:

• Annual programme of technical preventive activities

The Annual Programme of Technical Prevention Activities to 
be carried out by the External Prevention Service is drawn 
up in compliance with the provisions of articles 8 and 9 of 
Royal Decree 39/1997, of 17 January, which approves the 
Prevention Services Regulations. This document is drawn 
up by Quironprevención jointly with the Port Development 
Department, through the APBC’s Safety and Environment 
Division, which coordinates the management and control of 
the actions, establishing the criteria and general lines of action 
based on the entity’s needs.

• Risk assessment

There is an initial risk assessment of all jobs and departments. 
The assessments are updated when working conditions 
change and are submitted for consideration and reviewed 
whenever it is deemed necessary on the basis of any injury to 
health that has occurred.

• Consultation and participation of workers

The APBC has a Health and Safety Committee that allows 
workers to be consulted and to participate through their 
representatives.

 

• Preventive Planning

Quirónprevención prepares the preventive planning proposal 
for each of the risk assessments. This proposal is passed on to 
the heads of each department/division/unit through the Safety 
and Environment Division so that they can plan the preventive 
activity in consensus with the management, reporting the 
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planned and executed measures to the Safety and Environment 
Division to carry out the correct control and monitoring of the 
same.

• Procurement and purchasing

There is a procurement procedure for machinery, chemical 
products and personal protective equipment. In any case, all 
machinery and protective equipment purchased has CE marking, 
EC Declaration of Conformity and instruction manual in Spanish.

All chemicals purchased come in properly labelled containers 
with the manufacturer’s safety data sheet.

• Health damage analysis

We work with a mutual accident insurance company that issues 
an annual accident report, and all accidents are investigated 
with the involvement of Quirónprevención to identify their 
causes and prevent them from recurring.

• Coordination of business activities

In compliance with the obligations regarding the coordination 
of business activities, the document “Preventive information 
and instructions in relation to the risks existing in the Bay 
of Cadiz Port” has been drawn up, which is given to all the 
companies that carry out any activity in the Bay of Cadiz Port in 
compliance with the duty to inform of the risks inherent in the 
port area, prevention measures to adopt and measures in the 
event of an emergency.

The carrying out of commercial, industrial or service activities 
in the Bay of Cadiz Port requires authorisation, either through 
the granting of concessions/authorisations for the occupation 
of the Public Domain and/or authorisations for the carrying out 
of services and commercial activities.

Companies holding a Concession/Authorisation in the Bay of 
Cadiz Port, must comply with the obligations of the OWNER 
COMPANY in relation to compliance with the obligations 
regarding the Coordination of Business Activities in the 
Prevention of Occupational Risks within the scope of their 
Concession/Authorisation.

Any companies that carry out works or services for the Port 
Authority or that share the work centre with it, designate a 
person in charge who will keep in contact with the Safety and 
Environment Division of the Port Authority, to ensure complete 
coordination. 

Quironprevención provides support and services to the Safety 
and Environment Division in the coordination of business 
activities for the companies indicated.

The APBC has a “PREVENTION PROCEDURE FOR THE 
APPLICATION OF R.D.171/2004 ON COORDINATION OF 
BUSINESS ACTIVITIES” which is implemented and periodically 
reviewed.

Those companies that provide services to the APBC are 
registered on a Business Activity Coordination Support 
Platform, for accreditation prior to the provision of services, 
the management and maintenance of which is carried out 
by Quironprevención in accordance with the aforementioned 
procedure.

• Emergency response

In December 2022, the Board of Directors gave final approval 
to the revision of the Self-Protection Plan (8th Edition) of the 
Port of the Bay of Cadiz.

Likewise, there is a collaboration agreement with the 
Provincial Consortium of Firefighters of the Bay of Cadiz for 
their intervention in any emergency situation that cannot 
be controlled by their own means and with the company 
SASEMAR, to attend to emergencies in the waters of the port 
public domain.

• Training of workers

The Human and Organisational Resources Division is in charge 
of managing the training given to the employees of the APBC, 
establishing annual training plans, as well as an online platform 
for courses available to employees.

The Safety and Environment Division prepares the 
document “ANNUAL PROPOSAL FOR TRAINING ACTIONS 
IN PREVENTIVE MATTERS IN THE BAY OF CADIZ PORT 
AUTHORITY”, which is reviewed and updated annually. This 
document is taken into account for the preparation of the 
entity’s training plans.

In addition to the programmed start-up training and adaptation 
to the job, tailored courses on Occupational Risk Prevention are 
given as required, which are designed for the job in question.

• Informing workers

We have drawn up an Information Manual on Occupational 
Risk Prevention, which contains a detailed list of prevention 
measures and best practices to be adopted by workers 
during the performance of their duties, as well as the risks to 
which they will be exposed in the port environment.

This manual is given to workers when they are hired, and 
the Safety and Environment Division is at their disposal for 
any queries or clarifications regarding the contents of the 
document.

This manual is regularly reviewed and updated.

• Health surveillance

Health surveillance is arranged with Quironprevención, a 
company that carries out regular annual medical check-ups for 
all APBC staff.
 

• Procedures and internal regulations 

For the implementation of the occupational risk prevention 
system in a process of continuous improvement, in addition 
to the documents mentioned in the previous points, new 
internal procedures are drawn up for carrying out the different 
preventive activities.
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3.3. Preventive Policy

The APBC’s preventive policy aims to provide workers with 
effective protection against occupational hazards so that 
work is carried out under the best possible health and safety 
conditions. 

The purpose of the prevention plan is to reflect the guidelines 
to be followed by the organisational structure in order to 
involve the staff in the prevention policy of the Bay of Cadiz 
Port Authority and to develop a participative prevention 
management that takes advantage of the capacities of all the 
people involved, as well as the training and information of all 
the staff involved in it.

In order to achieve the objectives, procedures will be used for 
risk prevention management and specific means such as: risk 
assessment, preventive action planning, periodic safety visits, 
etc. A preventive programme will be drawn up annually, in 
which the preventive actions to be carried out by the External 
Prevention Service will be planned in order to comply with the 
objectives set.

The APBC assumes the commitment to provide the human, 
economic and material resources necessary to achieve the 
objectives in terms of risk prevention set out above, which are 
as follows:

Human Resources, advice from the external prevention 
service through technicians specialising in occupational 
safety, industrial hygiene and ergonomics and applied 
psychosociology, together with personnel from the health 
monitoring area specialising in occupational medicine, 
coordinated by the Port Development Department through 
the Head of the Safety and Environment División.

Technical and material resources, which the APBC makes 
available to comply with the planning of preventive action, 
specifying the material and technical resources that are 
necessary in the entity.

Financial resources, which are necessary to carry out the 
planned actions. A financial amount is allocated annually for 
the management of occupational risk prevention and will 
be allocated to the cost of the external prevention service 
contract and to the different financial items determined 
in the preventive action plans. The economic resources 
allocated to prevention can be preventive economic 
resources and corrective economic resources, depending 
on the characteristics of the preventive measures and the 
activities to be carried out.

Corrective economic resources, correspond to the 
economic resources allocated to the adoption of the 
preventive measures established in the different technical 
activity reports on specialised Occupational Risk Prevention, 
in addition to the resources allocated to:

• Protections at workplaces and on machines.
• Adjustments to workplaces.
•  Training in the prevention of occupational risks.

Preventive economic resources, correspond to the 
technical activities and protective measures that are carried 
out to improve working conditions and workplaces:

• Preventive maintenance of workplaces, general 
installations.
• Updating of training in prevention for workers.

3.4. Actions Arising from the COVID-19 Pandemic 

On March 11, 2020, the World Health Organization (WHO) 
declared that the emergency situation caused by COVID-19 
constituted a global pandemic.

The COVID-19 pandemic, since its beginning, has had a great 
impact on the health of the population, as well as important 
implications in all sectors of society and in the daily life of citizens.

The available scientific evidence and the evolution of the 
epidemiological situation in most of the countries of the world 
led to the statement made by the Director General of WHO 
on May 5, 2023, in which he expressed his agreement with 
the advice given by the Emergency Committee in relation to 
the COVID-19 pandemic and determined that COVID-19 no 
longer constitutes a public health emergency of international 
concern (PHEIC), being now an established and persistent 
health problem that requires a change in its surveillance and 
control mechanisms.

In this context, on July 5, 2023, Order SND/726/2023, of July 
4, 2023, was published in the Official State Gazette (BOE) 
number 159, making public the Agreement of the Council of 
Ministers of July 4, 2023, declaring the end of the health crisis 
situation caused by COVID-19.
 
One of the lessons learned from the pandemic is that the 
public is responsible and plays a fundamental role in reducing 
the transmission of respiratory infections. It is important to 
maintain this culture of responsibility that we have acquired in 
recent years, and to continue using masks and other hygienic 
measures in the presence of symptoms of respiratory infection.
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3.5. Other Preventive Actions

In addition to the above, the following actions are carried out in 
the area of Occupational Risk Prevention.

3.5.1. Accreditation of companies to provide services to the APBC

The APBC has a computer application, with web access and 
browsing, which allows the configuration, management and 
control of the documentary requirements demanded by the 
owner/main companies from their contractors, subcontractors 
and suppliers in terms of the coordination of business activities, 
thus complying with the legal requirements established in 
article 24 of Law 31/1995 on the prevention of occupational 
risks and in its Royal Decree of development R.D. 171/2004 on 
the coordination of business activities.

The companies that provide services for the Port Authority 
are incorporated into the application, where information is 
exchanged between the company and the Port Authority and 
are accredited after validation of the documentation requested 
by the technician who manages the application.

There are currently 75 companies registered, and they are 
being set up in accordance with the entity’s service needs.

3.5.2. Industrial Safety

Industrial Safety is the system of mandatory provisions aimed 
at preventing and limiting risks, as well as protecting against 
accidents capable of causing injury to persons, property or the 
environment arising from industrial activity or from the use, 
operation and maintenance of installations or equipment and 
from the production, use or consumption, storage or disposal 
of industrial products.

The Safety and Environment Division provides the advice 
required by the Conservation and Maintenance Division to 
ensure that these industrial facilities comply with the applicable 
legislation in force.

• Lifting devices.
• Gas installations and storage of gaseous fuels.
• Thermal installations (heating, air conditioning and 
domestic hot water).
• Pressurised equipment.
• Refrigeration installations.
• Storage of chemical products.
• Prevention of major accidents with hazardous substances.
 

3.5.3. Accident rate

All the efforts taken to comply with the objectives of 
Occupational Risk Prevention, as well as to comply with 
legislation on the matter, are reflected in the following results 
in terms of accident rate data obtained for the year 2024:
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4. EXTERNAL PREVENTION SERVICE

The APBC has contracted Quironprevención for technical 
assistance in the exercise of the functions of the external 
prevention service and the organization and management 
of the coordination of business activities in the APBC, these 
activities being regulated by a series of CA-088-22 technical 
benchmarks.

Quirónprevención provides the APBC with a full-time technician 
to carry out these functions, directed and coordinated through 
the Port Development Department by means of the Safety and 
Environment Division.

In relation to the functions to be carried out by the External 
Prevention Services, article 20 of the Regulation of said 
Services, approved by Royal Decree 39/97, of 17th January 
(B.O.E. 31 January 1997), the annual report of its activities 
is presented, which summarises the most representative 
Prevention of Occupational Hazards actions carried out during 
the current period.

In order to guarantee compliance with Law 31/1995, the Port 
Authority’s preventive action follows a programmed action 
whose objective is to monitor the Management System 
established through the Prevention Plan, in each of the most 
significant preventive aspects of the applicable regulations. 
This Prevention Plan is periodically reviewed and approved 
according to the needs of the APBC.

Every year, the External Prevention Service prepares the 
document “ Prevention Service Annual Programme” in 
agreement with the Port Development Department through 
the Safety and Environment Division to guarantee adequate 
protection of workers against occupational hazards.

In accordance with the established Prevention Plan and in 
compliance with the advisory and consultancy work, the main 
actions carried out by the external prevention service are listed 
in the Annual Report on Technical Activities for the year 2024:

Annual programme of technical preventive activities:

Preparation of the document “Annual programme of technical 
preventive activities” for the year 2024.

Review of Reported Accident Investigation Sheets:

Review of the five accident investigation sheets reported 
under prevention note 016: Accident investigation protocol and 
reporting implemented in the entity. During the course of the 
year 2024, 3 fiches were notified for review.

Training:

The main training activities carried out are presented:

1. Drafting of the document: “Annual proposal of training 
actions in preventive matters of the Bay of Cadiz Port 
Authority”, year 2024.
 
2. Registration, tutoring and administrative management 
of the online courses carried out on the Quironprevención 
Campus, completing a total of 49 training actions with a 
total of 152 hours of training:

Actions for the coordination of business activities:

In the field of Coordination of business activities, following 
the established procedure, in compliance with RD. 171/2004 
on Coordination of Business Activities, the coordination of 
business activities has been carried out through the Safety 
and Environment Division, exchanging information, reviewing 
documents if necessary, delivering the manual “Preventive 
information and instructions in relation to the risks existing in 
the port of the Bay of Cadiz” and drafting the proposal for the 
act of coordination of business activities with the following 
companies using the port area, during the year 2024, it has 
coordinated with 96 companies.

Management and maintenance of the support platform for 
the coordination of business activities, OHS CAE, where the 
companies that perform services for the CBCPA are accredited 
prior to the performance of their services, which currently has 
a base of around 100 registered companies.

Various activities:

The following is a list of other activities of various kinds carried 
out in the field of Occupational Risk Prevention during the year 
2024:

• Drafting of quarterly reports on technical preventive 
activities for 2024.
• Proposals for the periodic updating of preventive 
documents implemented in the entity.
• Carrying out measurements, visits and specific reports 
requested by the Safety and Environment Division.
• Continuous advice and support in matters of ORP.
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5. ENVIRONMENTAL MANAGEMENT AND POLLUTION 
PREVENTION
5.1. Environmental Management System

As it is already known, the mission of the Bay of Cadiz 
Port Authority is to contribute to the economic and social 
development of its area of influence, through the efficient and 
sustainable management of the port infrastructures and the 
public domain and the provision of quality services in order to 
offer the most competitive transport of people and goods.

Likewise, one of the values on which the strategic policy of the 
APBC is based is “safety, protection of people and property 
and respect and care for the environment”.

To continue working in this endeavour, in 2022 an Environmental 
Management System has been set up to monitor the port’s 
environmental performance and the main environmental 
aspects of the organisation, as well as the associated 
environmental risks. As a consequence, this will contribute to 
a more efficient and consolidated environmental management 
of the general services and the control of the port service of 
goods handling in the area of the “La Cabezuela” service area. 
which makes it possible to monitor the port’s environmental 
performance and the main environmental aspects of the 
organisation, as well as the associated environmental risks. As 
a result, it contributes to a more effective and consolidated 
environmental management of the general services and 
control of the port goods handling service in this area.

As an important milestone, the internal audit of the system was 
successfully approved in October 2022 and the certification 
audit was also approved during the first quarter of 2023.

It was then proposed as a goal for 2023 to extend the scope 
of the System to the port facilities of El Puerto de Santa 
María, to fishing activity and to the works promoted by the 
Port Authority, a certification that was obtained in August 2024, 
together with the renewal of the previous certificate.

The next goal is to include within the scope of the EMS the 
port facilities of Cadiz and Zona Franca, whose certification is 
expected to be achieved during the year 2026.

In addition, environmental training is a fundamental pillar 
for the EMS, which is why in 2023, informative sessions 
were organised for APBC staff to raise awareness of all that 
this certification entails. Since then, specific courses on this 
subject have continued to be given to new employees.

5.2. Prevention of accidental pollution
5.2.1. Internal maritime plan of the Bay of Cadiz Port

It is vital to have operational response procedures in place for 
a marine pollution emergency to ensure a rapid response and 
to act effectively to minimize the consequences. This requires 
the establishment of a coordination mechanism among the 
various agents involved in the event of an emergency, and the 
establishment of a hierarchical, functional structure of qualified, 
properly trained personnel, who know their functions, the 
facilities, available means and procedures to be followed in the 
event of an emergency situation.

For this reason, the Cadiz Bay Port Authority (hereinafter APBC, 
for its initials in Spanish) has decided to equip itself with the 
material and human resources to guarantee this action, in case 
of necessity.

In addition to the above, in 2006 the APBC drew up the 
Interior Contingency Plan against Accidental Marine Pollution 
in accordance with Royal Decree 253/2004, of 13 February, 
which establishes measures to prevent and combat pollution 
in loading, unloading and handling operations of hydrocarbons 
in the maritime and port areas. Subsequently, this document 
has been revised and updated according to the needs and 
realities of the Cadiz Bay Port.

With the entry into force of Royal Decree 1695/12, of 21 
December, approving the National System of Response to 
Marine Pollution, which replaces Royal Decree 253/2004, 
of 13 February, establishing measures to prevent and 
combat pollution during the loading, unloading and handling 
of hydrocarbons in the maritime and port areas, a thorough 
revision of the document was carried out, leading to the 
completion of the current version for 2020 of the Maritime 
Internal Plan (hereinafter MIP).

The function of the Cadiz Bay Port Authority, in accordance 
with the stipulations of the MIP, consists of establishing 
coordination mechanisms with the Maritime administration 
and the facilities / activities affected by the aforementioned 
regulations.

In 2024 there have been no incidents requiring the activation of 
the Port Authority’s IMP.

5.2.2.2. Material resources

The equipment and materials that the APBC has for use in case 
of contingency are located, for the most part, in the Security 
and Environment warehouse located in the Edificio Polivalente 
Conservación - Policía Portuaria de la Dársena de Cádiz.

Furthermore, due to the large surface area and number of port 
facilities managed by the Port Authority, and in order to be able 
to respond quickly in the event of an emergency, anti-pollution 
resources are available at other locations. Specifically, there are 
3 containers with a certain number of sections of anti-pollution 
barrier located at the foot of the quay at the various facilities.

During the year 2024, the four security warehouses, equipped 
with anti-pollution material, will remain in place in the port 
facilities of Cádiz, Zona Franca, El Puerto de Santa María and 
La Cabezuela.

In 2024, the service licence for the collection of floating 
solids and maintenance of anti-pollution resources of the Port 
Authority of the Bay of Cadiz was awarded to TINCASUR SUR, 
which places its vessel OC-Tech Horizon at the disposal of the 
Port Authority in the event of marine pollution.

OC-Tech vessels have a localised cleaning system below 
deck, have a large open deck and are European award-winning 
products that are necessary for society.

The cleaning system of this vessel is characterised by its high 
efficiency in cleaning and continuous storage of all types of 
floating spills, from oils, hydrocarbons or microalgae to plastics, 
microplastics or any floating marine debris, being able to store 
separately and continuously the spills and solids collected at 
sea or in the harbour.

The vessel, berthed in the fishing dock of the Bay of Cadiz Port, 
is at the disposal of the APBC to carry out numerous tasks, 
including the availability of a fast emergency vessel 24 hours a 
day, every day of the week. With a cruising speed of 14 knots, 
the vessel is capable of responding promptly to any disaster or 
emergency that needs to be dealt with. The vessel is capable 
of being loaded with pollution barrier reels and deploying them 
around the leaking vessel or along the area or ridge to be 
protected, and then assisting with the collection and clean-up 
of the spill.

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5.2.3. Drill

The preparation of personnel for emergency action in the 
maritime terminals and service waters of the Bay of Cadiz Port 
is completed with the carrying out of practical drills for the 
activation of the PIM and the control of risk situations, which 
allow us to:

• Familiarize staff with self-protection or evacuation tasks 
and increase confidence.
•Improve the level of coordination among staff.
•Identify deficiencies in available resources (human and 
material).
•Detect errors and possible improvements in the Bay of 
Cadiz Port’s PIM.

On this basis, emergency drills are programmed and carried 
out annually in the Bay of Cadiz Port, in which both its own 
personnel and personnel from external emergency services 
participate.

During 2024, two drills were carried out to activate the Maritime 
Interior Plan (PIM) in December in collaboration with Navantia. 
Spills were simulated at the Cádiz and Puerto Real factories 
in order to deploy Navantia’s resources and, subsequently, to 
request our resources by activating our PIM. These exercises 
have allowed us to put into practice the procedures for 
emergency action, especially communication, and thus act in 
coordination in the event of a real emergency.

In addition, in April, together with the Cadiz Maritime Captaincy 
and Maritime Rescue, we took part in a drill of an accidental oil 
spill in the waters of the Rota Naval Base (Cadiz). This activity 
is part of the Joint Activities Programme between the US Navy 
and the Navy.

The following is a description of one of the MIP drills carried 
out at Navantia during the year 2024:

SIMULATION PLANNING

Objective of the simulation:

The purpose of this exercise is to assess and verify the following:
•  The operation and effectiveness of alarm systems, warning and notification procedures.
•  The speed of response and the time spent on each action of the Intervention Groups and the imple-

mentation of the measures.
•  The operation of the measures and a first evaluation of their effectiveness.
•  Familiarize personnel with pollution control tasks and materials.
•  Coordination among personnel.
•  Identification of deficiencies in available resources.

Scope of the simulation:

The scope of the drill would be the simulation of an emergency due to a diesel oil spill during the refue-
ling of the vessel Río Piedras I at the facilities of Puerto América, which would activate the PIM of the 
APBC in situation 0 of pre-alert.
This would involve:

• Receipt of the Local Emergency Chief’s notice from the Maritime Auxiliary Service.
• Carrying out the “Order of Calls in a pre-alert situation” for a possible activation of the Plan to Level 1.
• Control with the means of the Concession / Port.

Accident scenario:

Accidental fuel spill in the south dock of NAVANTIA Puerto Real during the transfer from a tank located 
on the quay, due to a break in the line supplying fuel to the ship.
After the telephone call to the emergency number included in the PIM, the operations coordinator is 
alerted, who informs the departments involved in the action. 
The dock master coordinates the deployment of a containment barrier, working together with the 
Response Group (Verlicoa) and the Environment Department, who, after assessing the situation, decide 
to activate the PIM. The Transport factory collaborates in the transport of the necessary materials and 
equipment. 
An initial test of the extension of the barrier is carried out with its own vessel to ensure its functionality 
in deployment and collection. In case of doubts about its capacity, the possibility of requesting help from 
Sertrain is considered. 
At the end, cleaning and collection of the materials used is carried out, as well as a maintenance check of 
the equipment on site.

The request for the simulation was presented in the entry registry of this PA on 05/31/2023 with entry 
registry number 2023-E-RE-734, being authorized on the same day with exit registry number 2023-S-RE-
776.

Simulation development:

During the transfer of fuel to a ship from a tanker located at the quay, a break in the supply line occurs. 
This occurs in the south dock of NAVANTIA Puerto Real:

• 08:49 - The emergency telephone number 5555 is called. 

•  08:50 - The emergency chief receives the call informing about the existence of a spill in the south 
dock of NAVANTIA Puerto Real.

•  08:51 - Environmental technicians are called to the area. 

• 08:54 - The technicians assess the situation and decide to activate the Port Inland Maritime Plan 
(PIM) and Verlicoa is called to the shipyard to carry out the containment and clean-up work (Respon-
se Group).

•  08:56 - Sertrain is alerted to assist with the extension of the barrier with a vessel. 

• 09:10 - Response team arrives at the spill area.

•  09:15 - Boom is prepared for extension, awaiting vessel.

•  09:20 - Skimmer is prepared for spill collection.

•  09:25 - Sertrain vessel arrives.

•  09:30 - Boom extension begins.

•  09:39 - Boom extension completed.

•  09:45 - Skimmer is lowered into the water to collect the spill.

•  09:48 - The skimmer begins to collect the spill.

• 09:50 - The emergency commander is informed of the impossibility of collecting the spill and the exit 
of the spill outside the containment boom so that the PA’s contracted vessel can be notified. 

• 10:15 - Vessel arrives at the spill area.

• 10:40 - Vessel completes clean-up of the slick that escaped from the boom.

• 10:42 - Boom pick-up begins.

• 11:14 - Exercise ends.

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5.3. AIR QUALITY

In the “Air Quality” area during the year 2024, as a result of the Self-Control Plan for Non-
Channelled Emissions at the Cabezuela Quay - Puerto Real approved by the Department of 
the Environment of the Andalusian Regional Government, the Port Authority agreed with the 
Administration Collaborating Company (ECA), INGENIERIA DE GESTION AMBIENTAL S.L.U 
(INGEIN)., to carry out 2 annual samplings to assess the concentration of sedimentable and 
suspended particles derived from the handling of bulk materials. Four sensitive points in the 
port’s public domain were selected and four sampling stations were installed, each consisting 
of a suspended particle sampler (24-hour sampling) and a sedimentable particle sampler (15-day 
sampling).

The campaigns were carried out in June and December 2024, obtaining the following results:

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The 2024 measurements show that the values obtained in 
previous campaigns have been substantially improved, being 
well below the established limits. However, the Port Authority 
continues to take additional measures to limit the dispersion of 
sedimentable particles and particles in suspension, consisting of:

• Periodic watering of roads on days of operation with bulk 
materials susceptible to wind erosion.

• Mandatory use of an awning on trucks, depending on the 
type of bulk material and weather conditions.

• Exercise control of the measures established in the air 
quality improvement plans (loading/unloading and transfer 
control sheets).

• Construction of new protective screens at the Cabezuela 
quay.

Furthermore, during the year 2020, the Port Authority has 
executed the project called “Protective Screens During 
Bulk Handling and Storage and Other Measures for the 
Environmental Improvement of La Cabezuela”, a project that 
is expected to be completed in the year 2021. This project has 
developed the following environmental integration measures 
for the movement of bulk solids in the port facility of La 
Cabezuela:

• Supply and commissioning of four nebulizers.
• Construction of new protective screens, the protected 
area has been extended from the previous 75 metres to 
233 linear metres and the height of the screens has been 
increased to 14 metres. The barrier obtained is formed by 
58 modules of screens of 4 meters long, of which 42 are 
located parallel to the pier and 16, perpendicular to it, in two 
alignments of 8 modules each one.
The screens are made of hot galvanized metal structure, 
with reinforced concrete foundations and textile barrier. The 
top will have a 42º inclination to improve efficiency.
• Similarly, in order to avoid the accumulation of material in 
cavities and to facilitate the cleaning of the docks, the paving 
in the storage areas and exit roads has been improved.
• With the aim of maximising the organisation of heavy 
vehicle traffic and controlling the cleaning of the areas where 
these vehicles circulate more efficiently, the signalling of 
the port’s interior connection roads has also been improved, 
mainly between the loading and unloading area and the 
quayside storage area and the port access.
• An independent wind speed and wind direction 
measurement system has been set up to inform the 
operator and port surveillance of the need to implement 
water spraying measures when predefined threshold values 
are exceeded or even to stop the activity above a certain 
value for certain directions. This system has not yet been 
put into operation because the activities related to the 
project have not yet been completed.

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In addition, as far as atmospheric quality is concerned, and 
within the APBC digitalization project, in December 2021 four 
atmospheric quality monitoring stations were put into operation 
in the port facilities of Cádiz (one in the Club Náutico Viento de 
Levante) and La Cabezuela - Puerto Real (three stations), enabling  
consultation and evaluation of the data provided during the year 
2023 on the APBC website, as well as the ability to visualize in 
real time the values obtained at each station.

In the attached link you can access the weekly reports issued 
by the University of Huelva, which collaborates with the APBC 
in the global analysis of the evolution of pollutant gases and 
atmospheric particulate matter in representative stations 
of the Andalusian Air Quality Network in BAHÍA DE CÁDIZ 
during a given week, including the experimental stations 
of La Cabezuela and Cádiz. The data are not validated, but 
they serve as an orientation regarding the trends and origins 
of the mentioned pollutants. The reports generated in the 
development of the Technical Assistance are also saved in the 
same location.

In addition, the port is one of the main economic pillars 
of the province, so it is essential to ensure the preservation 
and conservation of the natural environment, while maintaining 
port activities.

This guide proposes different recommendations to mitigate 
the impact on the environment, as well as to inform about the 
different means available to the Cádiz Bay Port Authority and 
available to users and workers of the port.

5.6.TRAINING AND ENVIRONMENTAL AWARENESS

In accordance with our firm commitment to the protection and 
conservation of the environment, the Safety and Environment 
Division has implemented several initiatives aimed at 
strengthening the environmental performance of the port 
community. As part of this commitment, specialized training 
sessions, the creation of informative posters, informative 
sessions aimed at specific groups and the preparation 
and dissemination of an environmental bulletin have been 
carried out. These activities not only promote environmental 
awareness, but also provide our community with the tools and 
knowledge necessary to adopt sustainable practices in their 
daily activities.

5.6.1.ENVIRONMENTAL TRAINING

The Port Authority has developed an environmental awareness 
campaign aimed at people who work or are related to the 
institution, on the conservation of the marine environment and 
the need for a sustainable relationship with it. The initiative is 
part of the Life IP Intemares project ‘Integrated, innovative and 
participatory management of the Natura 2000 Network in the 
Spanish marine environment’.

5.6.2.ENVIRONMENTAL BULLETIN

This is an annual publication, which aims to inform an 
organisation’s employees about environmental issues 
and environmental activities carried out by the Safety and 
Environment Division. This newsletter is a crucial tool to keep 
employees updated on environmental policies, conservation 
projects, waste management programmes, environmental 
impact mitigation efforts and any other relevant initiatives 
related to sustainability and protection of the marine 
and terrestrial environment in the port area. This type of 
communication fosters environmental awareness among 
workers and enables them to actively and committedly 
contribute to the preservation of the environment in their 
workplace. It also encourages communication with the Safety 
and Environment Division. 

This year it was sent on 30/12/24 to all employees.

5.7.CONTROL OF ENVIRONMENTAL LEGAL REQUIREMENTS IN 
CONCESSIONS AND AUTHORIZATIONS

In order to improve the control of compliance with legal 
requirements by concessions located in the public port domain, 
a Questionnaire on compliance with legal requirements 
applicable to concessions during the year 2024.

5.8.VESSEL WASTE RECEPTION AND HANDLING PLAN (VWHP)

During 2023, the Ship Waste Reception and Handling Plan 
(PRMD) has been prepared in accordance with the requirements 
developed in Royal Decree 128/2022, of February 15, on port 
facilities receiving ship waste, and within the framework of 
the Consolidated Text of the Ports and Merchant Marine Law 
approved by Royal Legislative Decree 2/2011, of September 5. 

The interested parties (Port Authority, Harbour Master’s 
Office, shipping agents, companies providing port services 
for the reception of waste from ships operating in this port, 
management entities of the different sports facilities, fishing 
boat users, etc.) were previously consulted for its preparation.

Subsequently, in order to obtain its corresponding approval, 
this document, once finalized in November 2023, is submitted 
to the following procedure as indicated below, in compliance 
with the provisions of Royal Decree 128/2022, of February 15:

• Opening of public information period in accordance with 
Article 83 of Law 39/2015, of October 1, of the Common 
Administrative Procedure of Public Administrations; 
scheduled for January 2024.

• Hearing to interested parties (in order to collect allegations 
from users and companies providing the port service for 
the reception of ship waste, etc.) in accordance with 
the provisions of Article 82 of Law 39/2015, of October 
1, of the Common Administrative Procedure of Public 
Administrations; initiated in the month of December 2023.

• Request and consideration of the mandatory report issued 
on this Plan by the territorial public administration with 
competence in waste management; sent in December 
2023.

• Request and consideration of the mandatory report issued 
by State Ports (Ports of Spain). Planned to be carried out 
in the first three months of 2024.

Finally, this new update of the Plan, once all the actions 
described above had been carried out, was approved by the 
Board of Directors of the Port Authority at its meeting of 15 
October 2024.

5.9.MARPOL SERVICE

Another fundamental action managed in the Safety and 
Environment Division has been the monitoring of the port 
service for the reception of waste from ships, annexes I, 
IV and V of the MARPOL convention, including them in the 
PCS application, and verifying that the invoicing proposed by 
the reception facilities corresponds to the volume actually 
withdrawn.

Accordingly, a total of 1,392 services have been analysed.
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In view of these data, there has been a considerable drop in 
the reception of waste in 2020, mainly due to the absence of 
cruise ships since March because of the restrictions caused by 
the global incidence of the COVID-19 virus. so that a substantial 
increase in the volumes collected will be evident in 2024 once 
the restrictions have been lifted.

The management of waste from ships operating in the Port 
of the Bay of Cadiz, corresponding to annexes I and V of 
the MARPOL convention paid for by the Port Authority has 
generated a turnover for authorised service providers of 
734,963.37 €.

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6. SAFETY AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS (HAZMAT)

The Law on State Ports and the Merchant Navy establishes 
that the Port Authorities assume, among other functions, those 
of security and fire protection in the port’s public domain. For 
the control and suppression of emergency situations, the Port 
Authority developed and implemented the Internal Emergency 
Plan, in compliance with the Regulations for the admission, 
handling and storage of hazardous materials in the Ports.

Following the publication of RD. 393/2007, of 23 March, 
which approves the basic standard for self-protection, the 
Interior Emergency Plan was renamed, adapting it to the 
aforementioned standard, to Self-Protection Plan (PAU).

During the year 2022, the APBC PAU was updated to its 8th 
edition, motivated by the publication in the BOE (Official State 
Bulletin) number 135 of May 14, 2020, of the “Agreement 
between the General Directorate of the Merchant Marine 
and the State Ports Public Body for the Management of 
Emergencies in the ports and facilities of the State-owned 
Port System”. This Convention considers the actions of the 
main intervening parties when an emergency occurs with an 
affected vessel, and in particular those of the Director of the 
Emergency Action Plan, the PAU, the Ship’s Master, and the 
Maritime Master; and establishes functional structures for 
self-protection in emergencies involving a vessel, for alert or 
intervention situations.

On June 21, 2022, the latest edition of the PAU of the APBC 
was provisionally approved, and sent to the State Ports, the 
Government Delegation of the Andalusian Government in 
Cadiz, Science and Employment, the Maritime Captaincy of 
Cadiz, the Consortium of Firefighters of the Province of Cadiz 
and the City Councils of Cádiz, Puerto Real and Puerto de Santa 
María, in digital format, for their information as applicable. 

It was finally approved on December 12, 2022, and was 
submitted for registration at the Delegation of Governance 
of the Regional Government of Andalusia, as established in 
Article 5 of the Basic Self-Protection Standard, approved by 
Royal Decree 393/2007.

This edition of the PAU continues to run until 2024, while a 
new edition of the PAU is being worked on.

6.1. EMERGENCY RESPONSE DRILL

It is of vital importance to have operational response procedures 
in place in the event of an emergency situation in order to 
ensure a rapid response and to act effectively in order to 
minimize the consequences. This requires establishing a 
coordination mechanism between the different agents involved 
in the event of an emergency, establishing a hierarchical and 
functional structure of qualified and properly trained personnel, 
who know their functions, the facilities, and available means 
and procedures to be followed in the event of an emergency 
situation.

The Self-Protection Plan (PAU) implemented in the Bay of 
Cadiz Port establishes the guidelines for action in emergency 
situations that may occur in the Port Public Domain. 

This plan includes the list of material and human resources 
and the coordination mechanisms to put them into practice 
in order to provide an effective response to the emergency 
situation. Likewise, the Plan includes the Training and Education 
Program for personnel with active participation, which includes 
the preparation of personnel through emergency drills and 
simulations.

In view of the above, this document details what happened 
during the drill, as well as assessing the effectiveness of the 
material and human resources, the response capacity and the 
level of implementation, put into play on the occasion of the 
activation of the plan in which the available resources of the 
APBC were deployed.

The simulation took place in the dangerous goods area of 
the Bay of Cadiz Port, simulating the leakage of a dangerous 
chemical substance from a container. The exercise is carried out 
internally, simulating the response of the Provincial Consortium 
of Firefighters of the Province of Cadiz.
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SIMULATION PLANNING

Objective of the 
simulation:

The purpose of this exercise is to assess and verify the following:
• The operation and effectiveness of alarm systems, warning and notification 

procedures.
• The speed of response and the time spent on each action of the Intervention 

Groups and the implementation of the measures.
• The operation of the measures and a first evaluation of their effectiveness.
• To familiarize personnel with the tasks involved in pollution control.
• Coordination among personnel.
• Identification of deficiencies in available resources.
• Detect errors and possible improvements of the PAU.

Scope of the 
simulation:

The drill consists of an action in the Ciudad del Mar building, simulating a fire insi-
de an industrial building that is generating a large amount of smoke. The fire came 
from a tank containing Hazmat (liquefied gas), and as a consequence, the APBC 
PAU was activated in situation 2.
This would involve:

• Receipt of notice at the Port’s ECC.
• Carrying out the “Emergency Call Order” and complete mobilization of the 

Plan.
• Control with the means of the Port / External Aid (CPBC).

More encompassing emergency plans are not involved in this drill.

Accident scenario: Fire of a hazardous chemical substance in a warehouse located inside the dange-
rous goods area.

Date and time of 
the drill: 27/11/2024 9:00 Lugar: Muelle pesquero.

Starting data/ba-
sic information:

The conditions of the simulated situation are as follows:
- The material involved is Dimethylamine in Aqueous Solution (UN number 1160) 
class 3, special dangerous goods according to article 15 of the Regulation on 
the Admission, Handling and Storage of Dangerous Goods in Ports.
- It will be treated as a Level 2 emergency, with recourse to the Port Authority 
Intervention Group..

Simulation 
development:

The port police detected a smoke leak from a container located in the Dangerous 
Goods enclosure, which was reported to the Port Coordination Centre (CCP), 
which alerted the Head of the Security and Environment Division. As neither the 
Head of the Port Development Department nor the Director could be located at 
that moment, the latter activated the PAU at level 2, given that external assistance 
from the Provincial Fire Brigade of Cadiz (CBPC) would be required for its control, 
giving the order to carry out the call plan through the established system and 
assuming the management of the emergency.
The Port Coordination Centre (PCC) communicates with 112, informing it of the 
start of the exercise and proceeds, according to the order of the Head of the 
Security and Environment Division, to notify the Intervention Group of the Port 
Authority.
The Port Police proceeded to buoy and restrict access to the emergency area.
Once the CPBPC has arrived, the necessary equipment is deployed on site.
Once the fire has been brought under control and the area has been secured, the 
drill will end.

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6.2. TRAFFIC AND HAZMAT MANAGEMENT

This Division carries out the development and monitoring 
of Loading / Unloading Conditions of Potentially Dangerous 
Goods for the Environment and Safety such as:

• Explosives
• Sulphur
• Nitrates
• Bulk liquids at elevated temperature
• Etc.

For the processing of the documentation generated by the 
Applications for Admission, the Safety and Environment 
Division has the “DUEPORT” portal, one stop national 
house whose objectives are:

• Ensure compliance with the RD. 145/1989 Regulations on 
• Admission, Handling and Storage of Hazardous Materials 
in Ports.
• Improve the quality of information between all actors 
involved.
• Streamline the processing by sending the data 
electronically.
• Have more and faster knowledge for acting in case of 
emergencies.
• Process the European-wide information required by the 
SafeSeaNet (SSN) system

This makes it a powerful and effective tool for achieving 
objectives. However, given the uniqueness of maritime traffic and 
the hazards involved in this type of substance, this action requires 
continuous attention 365 days a year and 24 hours a day. 

As for the traffic of HAZMAT managed by the Port of the Bay 
of Cadiz, according to data obtained through the IMOWEB 
platform, during the current financial year this reached a volume 
of 1,191,259.00 t.  with the most representative materials 
appearing in the following distribution:

2.7. COMUNICATIONS AND MAPS OF THE PORT 
2.7.1. ROAD ACCESSES AND COMUNICATIONS

Internal communication. Roads.

1. Cadiz.

The Cadiz dock and Free Trade Zone dock are located in the city of Cadiz. The access to 
Cadiz is carried out by means of two roads, both belonging to the R.I.G.E. (Network of 
General Interest to the State), which are:

• The N-IV Madrid - Cadiz road that skirts El Puerto de Santa María, Puerto Real, the 
inner bay and San Fernando, entering Cadiz southeast along a two-way road at the 
connection with the San Fernando by-pass.

• The A-4 Seville - Cadiz motorway linked up to the N-IV in the proximities of Puerto 
Real. The above-mentioned motorway ends up at the northern access of the N-443 
highway to the José León de Carranza bridge, in the Bay of Cadiz, which is used as 
northern access to the city and connects with the N-IV at the extreme south of the 
bridge (where the city centre begins).

Apart from this, direct access to the Free Trade Zone that existed before the connection 
with the N-IV. The N-IV enters the city centre under the denomination of industrial road, 
which runs opposite the Free Trade Zone dock with access to commercial piers of the Cadiz 
dock. The above-mentioned industrial road is used by heavy vehicle traffic, light vehicles 
being able to reach the Cadiz dock along the Cadiz Avenue.

As it has already been pointed out, the access to the Free Trade Zone can be gained along 
the N-443 or from the industrial road (N-IV). The new flyover that directly connects the 
N-IV with the Free Port Area and industrial road is noteworthy.

A two-way road with a changeable 8 to 14 meter width exists along the railing that encloses 
the service area of the port.

In the loading and unloading goods area, the circulation is one-way and in a clockwise 
direction (with the water on the right). There are two-way cross streets between both 
parallel-circulating roads at intervals of approximately 100 meters. The San Felipe and 
Levante sheltered docks are fitted out for the circulation of vehicles to aid better supervision. 
A promenade with direct access to the urban road exists for rolled and pedestrian traffic at 
the San Felipe dock. The road surface of the roads is generally of cobblestone and asphalt 
and 10.529 meters in length.

2. La Cabezuela - Puerto Real.
Road access to  La Cabezuela area where the La Cabezuela Pier is located is achieved from 
the already mentioned N-443 along the road connected by link road to the N-443 which 
skirts the La Cabezuela service area. In turn, the N-443 rapidly leads to the A-4 and N-IV 
roads.

3. El Puerto de Santa María.

The commercial and fishing piers (fish market and fish preparation) situated on the left bank 
of the river Guadalete have direct access to the N-IV that skirts the service area.

As for the fishing pier situated on the right bank of the river Guadalete (stay and provisioning), 
it is reached from the N-IV along the urban road There is a road reaching the installations 
of the outer pier from the harbour access area to the N-IV. It is two-way, with an 8-meter 
roadway.

In the outer pier, circulation is along two roads parallel to the coastal shelf with a 12-meter 
width. Likewise, there are 12 meter two-way cross streets at intervals of 70 meters.

The fishing area has three one-way, 7-meter roads that run parallel to the coastal shelf and 
is completed by several one-way cross streets of the same width.

Large spaces intended for parking are to be found in this area.
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4. Railway.

The Madrid - Cadiz railway line passes very close to the commercial and fishing piers, a 
TECO terminal opposite the access to the dock existing, without being connected to these 
by the railway line. Likewise, a passenger station exists nearby.

There is a railway terminal in Jerez de la Frontera that is located in a strategic enclave, in 
the industrial park of the city of transport with access to less than 600 meters from the 
Autovía del SUR (A-4), one of the six radial highways in Spain that connects the cities of 
Madrid, Cordoba, Seville and Cadiz, among others.

5. By pipeline.

The Rota Navy Base oil tanker terminal is connected to the Rota - Saragossa pipeline.

6. By other means: Airlines.

The “La Parra” airport, adjacent to the N-IV and close to the A-4 motorway, is situated in the Jerez de la 
Frontera town. The distance from the airport to El Puerto de Santa María on the N-IV is 20 km and the 
distance to Cadiz by motorway is 40 km.

2.8. SHORT DESCRIPTION OF INSTALLATIONS FOR SPECIFIC TRAFFIC
2.8.1. RO-RO TERMINAL IN CADIZ

The installations for ro-ro traffic located on the Marqués de Comillas quay are worthy 
of special mention, with two ramps 21.35 metres wide and 18.920 metres long, 
capable of loading one hundred tonnes. Due to their exceptional width, these ramps 
allow the crossing of two loaded vehicles, which makes possible, if the conditions 
of the ships allow it, a very appreciable reduction in loading and unloading times. 
The ro-ro terminal, TCR, in the extension of the Marqués de Comillas quay, has 
another two fixed ro-ro ramps and 60,000 m2 of surface area for warehousing. 

2.8.2. CONTAINER TERMINAL “REINA SOFIA”

It has a surface area of 195,000 square metres and 600 metres of mooring line, with a 
draught of 11.5 metres.

It is equipped with four special 40-tonne gantry cranes and adequate handling equipment on 
land. The terminal is prepared to handle vessels of any size under advantageous operating 
conditions.

2.8.3. THE FREE PORT AREA RO-RO TERMINAL.

It has a mobile 15 meters wide, 18 meters long ramp for 100 ton loads.

2.8.4. RO-RO TERMINAL IN LA CABEZUELA (PUERTO REAL) QUAY

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6.2. BREVE DESCRIPCIÓN DE LAS OBRAS MÁS IMPORTANTES
6.2.1. OBRAS INICIADAS EN EL AÑO

NEW CONTAINER TERMINAL OF CÁDIZ PROJECT, PHASE II” [Ref. CA-020-23].
The Cadiz Bay Port Authority undertook works on the New Container Terminal of 
Cadiz, Phase I, between November 2011 and October 2016. Other actions needed 
to make it operational have already been completed, such as paving part of the 
stockpile esplanade, urbanization and access services to the terminal, internal roads, 
complementary lanes and the new Border Inspection Post (BIP), and other additional 
actions are being carried out, such as BIP perimeter urbanization.

The original NCT project included plans for the second phase. This project defines 
these works, which will increase the mooring line by 510 m and the esplanade area by 
an additional 8.3 hectares. Thus, the total mooring line will measure 1,100 m and the 
total surface area in the NCT will amount to 40 hectares.  The pier will maintain its 16.0 
m draft with respect to the port’s zero in the first phase.

The award amount is €54,686,333.70 (V.A.T. excluded), with European funds from the 
CEF TRANSPORT 2021 program amounting to €14.76 million.

Work began on February 2, 2024, with a completion period of 28 months, scheduled 
for completion in June 2026.

PROJECT FOR THE ACCESS TUNNEL TO THE NEW CONTAINER TERMINAL IN 
CÁDIZ - PHASE 2 (COMPLETION) [Ref. CA-068-22] The Cadiz Bay Port Authority’s 
Strategic Plan includes the promotion of LO-LO traffic at the Cadiz commercial dock 
through the construction of a New Container Terminal (NCT), of which the first phase 
is finished and the second phase is about to begin. In 2014, works were awarded for 
creating a tunnel connecting the NCT with the beginning of Avenida de los Astilleros, 
permitting the passage of goods vehicles between the terminal and the city without 
affecting Navantia’s surface activity. After more than two and a half years of work, 
on June 19, 2017, the resolution of the contract with the construction company was 
approved, leaving the works partially executed and flooded due to a large water ingress 
in the structural screens.

Since then, the Port Authority has planned, tendered and executed various research 
campaigns and repair works to solve this complicated situation. The works were closed 
for one year and nine months, pending judicial recognition, due to litigation between 
the Port Authority and the construction company. After designing and executing 

various actions, at the end of 2021 the water ingress into the tunnel was contained and 
access to its interior was gained, and new actions were initiated inside and outside of 
the tunnel to improve its watertightness. In parallel, inspections and tests were carried 
out to determine the condition of the materials that make up the tunnel’s structures, 
which were affected by the long period of flooding and drafting the completion project.
The present project addresses necessary completion of the access tunnel and can be 
subdivided into the following actions: 

• Completion of the structures that make up the tunnel and that were not executed 
in the initial works.
• Actions to repair structural defects in the initial works and treatment of the 
pathologies caused by the defects and the flooding.
• Tunnel installations: lighting, ventilation, drainage, fire services, electrical networks, 
control systems, etc.
• Road pavement works both inside the tunnel and on the surface, and replacement 
of affected services.

The award budget amounts to €20,416,575.65 (V.A.T. excluded), with a term of 17 
months. The proceedings commenced on June 28, 2024.

URBANIZATION OF THE AREA ASSOCIATED WITH THE B.I.P. BUILDING AT 
THE N.C.T. OF CÁDIZ Phase 2. [Ref. CA-016-23] The works consist of paving the 
areas surrounding the new building for the Border Inspection Post located at the New 
Container Terminal. In the first phase, land was filled in and needed services (lighting, 
sewage, electrical network, etc.) were installed, and the contract with the contractor 
was terminated without having completed the paving and some elements that depend 
on its execution. This fact has motivated the processing of this second phase.

The award budget amounts to €1,387,048.63 (V.A.T. excluded), with a term of 17 
months. The work began on August 24, 2024, and is expected to be completed in the 
first quarter of 2025.

RENOVATION PROJECT OF THE AUDITORIUM OF THE APBC IN CÁDIZ. [Ref. 
CA-108-23] The auditorium located in the main building of the APBC is not currently 
in a condition that meets the needs it should satisfy.

In addition to its aged condition and the deterioration of its equipment, it does not 
have adequate thermal/acoustic insulation, sound, or lighting. Nor does it have the 
technology necessary for the current needs of audiovisual presentations or video 
conferences.

6.WORKS



1766.WORKS

The present project is intended to correct the existing deficiencies and, if possible, to 
enlarge the available space by restructuring some of the surrounding areas.

The award budget amounts to €326,483.9 (V.A.T. excluded). The work began on April 
5, 2024, and is expected to be completed in the first quarter of 2025.

EVACUATION LINE BETWEEN LAS CORTES 20 KV SUBSTATION AND THE 
PORT OF THE BAY OF CADIZ. [Ref. CA-104-23]. The existing electrical network 
of the Port of the Bay of Cadiz cannot meet the demand of the new OPS system 
in the commercial dock and that is why the extension of the “Las Cortes” electrical 
substation located in the vicinity of the port and installation of the electrical power 
evacuation line from the substation to the port is required. This expansion will provide 
sufficient power from the national grid for the connection of the new OPS system. 
To this end, a Construction Project has been drawn up that includes in detail all the 
actions necessary for the proper execution of the works for the underground medium 
voltage line.

The projected actions will be carried out between the substation of Las Cortes and the 
Alfonso XIII pier of the Port of the Bay of Cadiz, running through public land belonging 
to the City Council of Cadiz, land belonging to the Port Authority of Cadiz, land occupied 
by NAVANTIA Cadiz and land occupied by the Cadiz Firefighters Consortium.

The award budget amounts to €916,941.64 (V.A.T. excluded). The work began on May 
25, 2024 and is expected to be completed in the first quarter of 2025.

MAINTENANCE DREDGING OF THE CHANNEL AND DOCKS OF THE PORT 
OF SANTA MARÍA BASIN 2023. [Ref. CA-001-22]. EThe project consists of 
maintenance dredging of the navigation channel and the catamaran and fishing boat 
docks in the Santa Maria port basin, which are periodically required.

The level to be reached with the dredging is -3.5 at the catamaran dock and the final 
area of the access channel, -4 at the fishing dock and -3 at the intermediate piers.

The dredged material will be dumped in the authorized marine dump located in the open 
sea at a distance of approximately 11.5 miles from the center of the construction site.

The award budget amounts to € 652,000 (V.A.T. excluded). The work began on January 
12, 2024 and is expected to be completed in the first quarter of 2025.

REFURBISHMENT OF PREMISES 700 AND 701 IN THE CADIZ FISH MARKET TO 
HOUSE THE STELLA MARIS ASSOCIATION. [Ref. CA-053-24] On November 23, 
2022, the National Seafarers’ Welfare Committee was created, made up of Puertos del 
Estado (National Ports), the Directorate General of the Merchant Marine, ANAVE, ISM, 
ITF ASECOB and Stella Maris.

The objective of this committee is joint collaboration to improve the living conditions 
of seafarers, to provide welfare services to seafarers at all relevant ports and to ensure 
that the services are adequate and, consequently, that the Port Authorities provide the 
necessary facilities.

Traditionally, the entities dedicated to providing these services are non-profit entities, 
most of which are linked to Christian churches, the main ones being Stella Maris 
(Catholic) and Mission to Seafarers (Anglican). In order to be able to offer an adequate 
service to seafarers, it is necessary to have premises, financial means and to form a 
work team.

The APBC has launched the Welfare Committee of the Seafarers of the Port of the Bay 
of Cadiz, with the signing of a commitment by the parties involved on June 18, 2024, 
by virtue of which it has ceded to the Stella Maris association two premises located 
in the Lonja de Cadiz to be able to locate there its dependencies and carry out all the 
work associated with the aforementioned Committee. The tendered works consist of 
the refurbishment of the assigned premises to adapt them to the new uses.

The award budget amounts to €32,396.18 (V.A.T. excluded). The work began on 
September 21, 2024 and is expected to be completed in the first quarter of 2025.
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There are no works in progress prior to 2024.

RAILWAY ACCESS BRANCHES TO THE NEW CONTAINER TERMINAL IN CÁDIZ 
(1st PHASE) [Ref. CA-042-23] The project encompasses the necessary works to 
execute the railway branch that will connect the NCT with the General Interest Railway 
Network.

 The project is divided into two phases of execution: the first phase, which is the 
subject of this project, will start at a point on the boundary of the port area with the city 
and will be long enough to accommodate convoys of approximately 500 m in length. 
Upon reaching the terminal, a second branch line is added to act as an escape route 
for the tractor unit, thus forming the track yard. In a second phase, not included in this 
project, both tracks will be extended to accommodate convoys up to 750 m long. The 
layout will be designed with a view to a possible extension of the track yard, in terms 
of the number of operating tracks in the terminal.

The selected structural solution is an Iberian gauge ballastless track and includes all the 
elements required for its operation with the necessary safety and signaling measures.
The works were awarded in December 2023 for an amount of €7,078,321.48 (V.A.T. 
excluded), with a completion period of 16 months. The project is financed with 
€6.73 million from the European Union’s Recovery and Resilience Mechanism -Next 
Generation EU- funds established by Council Regulation (EU) 2020/2094 of December 
14, 2020.

The Certificate of Commencement was signed on January 30, 2024, and on July 24, 
2024, the Director of the APBC resolved to initiate proceedings for the termination of 
the aforementioned contract for breach of the main obligation, that is, the execution 
of the works, due to causes attributable to the contractor, in accordance with the 
provisions of Article 211.1 f) of Law 9/2017, of November 8, on Public Sector Contracts. 
After completing the legal formalities, the Board of the APBC agreed to terminate the 
contract on October 17, 2024.

REPAIR OF CRANE RAIL JOINTS AT THE REINA SOFÍA  CONTAINER PIER 
TERMINAL [Ref. CA-117-23]. The increase in LO-LO traffic experienced at the 
Reina Sofia Pier in recent years has intensified the use of feeder cranes, causing an 
acceleration of the deterioration of the A-100 lanes over which it circulates.

An emergency intervention was carried out at the end of 2020 with good results, but it 
is necessary to act in other areas that have been deteriorating since then.

The work consisted of the repair of two sections with a total length of 384 m, consisting 
of the demolition and removal of the existing track and the construction of a new one 
including rails, supports, clips, overhead protection and side protection.

The works were awarded for an amount of €343,663.40 (VAT excluded), starting on 
February 21, 2024 and ending on May 21, 2024.

6.2.2. WORK IN PROGRESS STARTED PRIOR TO 2024

6.2.3. WORK STARTED AND COMPLETED DURING THE YEAR

ADAPTATION OF ACCESSES AND ENERGY EFFICIENCY IMPROVEMENT OF THE 
MAIN OFFICES OF THE PORT AUTHORITY OF THE BAY OF CADIZ [Ref. CA-
074-22] The building where the Port Authority’s central offices are located in Plaza 
de España was built in 1971. Since then, the building has undergone extensions and 
partial renovations.

The recent pedestrianization of the Plaza de España has changed the configuration 
of the surroundings and the flow of vehicles and pedestrians, making it advisable to 
rethink the flow of vehicles entering the building and the parking of official vehicles.
Therefore, the main access will be moved from the west side of the building to the 
south façade, where it will have more presence and will be oriented towards the 
dock. In addition, the landscaped area outside the renovated Plaza de España will be 
integrated, without losing the identification of the space as a port area. Accessibility for 
people with reduced mobility will also be improved.

This change is conducive to updating certain elements that provide better energy 
efficiency to the building and an improvement in the overall image, without being a 
complete renovation. 

These works complement those recently carried out to incorporate solar panels for the 
building’s electricity supply and the renovation of the auditorioum, currently under study.

The award budget amounts to €1,017,972.07 (VAT excluded), the works began on 
November 7, 2023 and ended on October 25, 2024.

6.2.4. WORKS COMPLETED DURING THE YEAR
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REHABILITATION OF THE WALL CLADDING OF THE QUAY OF THE PASEO 
MARITIMO OF PUERTO REAL [Ref. CA-007-23]. During 2016 and 2017, the Port 
Authority executed recovery works on what is known as Muelle de la Puntilla in Puerto 
Real, as well as on the land access between the piloted platform at its end and the 
promenade. This project consists of the rehabilitation of the walls that delimit the area 
around the Puntilla Pier, improving its appearance and consolidating the stones that make 
it up. Likewise, some lighting installations installed in 2017 that have been vandalized 
will be recovered.

The works were awarded for an amount of €84,630.95 (VAT excluded), starting on 
September 25, 2023 and ending on January 15, 2024.

REHABILITATION OF THE VERTICAL FACING OF A LOCAL DOCK IN EL PUERTO 
DE SANTA MARÍA [Ref. CA-034-23]. The project consists of the rehabilitation of the 
vertical facing (canvas) of one of the docks on the right bank of the Guadalete River in 
El Puerto de Santa María. Specifically between the abutment of the old San Alejandro 
bridge and the Plaza de las Galeras Reales.

In this area, the City Council of El Puerto de Santa Maria has promoted at the same time 
a project for the recovery of the river walk, thus complementing both actions, improving 
its appearance and consolidating the sandstone and oyster stones that make up the 
finish of the wall along the river channel.

The works were awarded for an amount of €179,224.88(VAT excluded), starting on 
September 25, 2023 and ending on March 22, 2024.

INTEGRAL PLAN OF SUPPLY AND SANITATION NETWORK. FIRST PHASE OF 
SEWAGE WATER COLLECTORS IN DUTY-FREE ZONE [Ref. CA-093-22].
The action is part of the APBC’s current plan to make the port’s sanitation networks 
more efficient and sustainable. This work marked the beginning of the necessary actions 
in the Free Trade Zone port dock.

The project consists of the construction of a new PVC sewage collector with a diameter 
of 315 mm that runs along the main road (farthest from the docks) within the Public 
Maritime Port Domain. To bypass the crossing of several affected services and attain 
sufficient height to connect to the Cadiz water network, a 150 mm diameter polyethylene 
pipe was installed to pump water about 350 meters. 

The collector ends at the connection with the Aguas de Cádiz network in a well, located 
at the traffic circle next to the C.D. Elcano.

The works were awarded for an amount of €326,067.11(VAT excluded), starting on 
October 3, 2023 and ending on May 17, 2024.

INTEGRAL PLAN OF SUPPLY AND SANITATION NETWORK. REGULATION OF 
DISCHARGES IN THE FISH MARKET AND EXPORTERS’ STANDS IN CÁDIZ” [Ref. 
CA-018-23]. The action is part of the APBC’s current plan to make the port’s sanitation 
networks more efficient and sustainable. This work completes the necessary actions in 
the surroundings of the fishing dock of Cadiz.

The processing of fish with salt water is essential to preserve the quality of the fish, 
however, sending this water to conventional treatment plants is not feasible, as it 
produces serious dysfunctions in the plants. Therefore, the competent authority related 
to discharges into the sea was consulted and it accepted that salt water from fish 
processing could be discharged directly into the sea provided that it was not mixed with 
fecal matter (the main function of the project) and that there was a grease separator 
chamber prior to discharge. With this work, the quality of the fish can be maintained by 
cleaning it with salt water and water quality in the dock can be maintained by managing 
the discharges in compliance with all the requirements established by the competent 
authority.

The works were awarded for an amount of 148,089.32 € (VAT excluded), starting on 
November 16, 2023 and ending on March 29, 2024.
